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To learn Urdu properly, it is essential to first learn the Urdu alphabet
and recognize every letter with its sound and shape.
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First Week

In the first week, students learn the Urdu alphabet, the basic
parts and forms of the letters, and how letters join together to
form simple words.
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Second Week

In the second week, students move from words to sentences
by joining familiar words and creating short, meaningful Urdu
sentences.
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Third Week

In the third week, the focus is on reading aloud to build
confidence and clear pronunciation, and on reciting simple
Urdu poems so students feel the rhythm and beauty of the

language.
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Fourth Week

In the fourth week, students are introduced to basic Urdu
grammar, starting with “Ism” (noun), its simple definition, and
clear examples from daily life.
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Fifth Week

In the fifth week, dictation exercises are used to strengthen
spelling, listening, and writing skills by having students write
words and short sentences as they hear them.
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Sixth Week

In the sixth week, all previous topics are revised with extra
reading, writing, and speaking practice so that the foundation
of Urdu becomes strong and stable.
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In the poetry section, students learn what a misra (one line of
poetry), she’r (a couplet made of two lines), and ash’aar (many
couplets) are, and read simple Urdu lines to develop love for the
language.
